1. Using your iPad, conduct research on the planet or moon you have been assigned.  You will be locating facts about your planet/moon, as well as interesting features it may have (rings, mountains, etc.).  Your final goal is to create a travel brochure trying to convince people to travel to your destination.
2. While researching, take notes about your planet/moon on your attached note sheet.  Remember, you want to convince someone that your destination is a place they should visit!
3. When you have gathered enough information, design your brochure on your iPad (Pages app), uploading any pictures you want to add and inserting the facts you have researched.  You can also design it on a blank sheet of white paper too.  
4. After completing your draft on the iPad, bring it to me so we can look for spelling and grammar errors before beginning the final copy.  

5. Once checked and approved, begin your final copy of your brochure on white printer paper located on my blue table.  You may use colored pencils or crayons to help design your final copy.  You may also choose to complete your final copy on a computer (there are several programs that can help create a brochure).  
Some things to remember about your brochure…..
· It should have a minimum of six facts about your planet/moon.
· Brochures should have a minimum of three pictures included.
· Make your brochure colorful, neat, and attractive.
· Utilize the space on your white final copy.  No panel should be blank!

· The name of your planet/moon should be on the front of your brochure.
· Be convincing!  You are like a salesman who is trying to sell a product.  Make me want to visit your planet/moon!
